AUTHOR

John Mark, cousin of Barnabas (Colossians 4:10);
mother’s name was Mary (Acts 12:12-17). Probably
youngest gospel writer and probably unnamed young
man of Mark 14:51.

DATE
Around 68 AD
Next to last gospel record written

ADDRESSEE

No specific addresses but written with a Roman
flavor

PLACE WRITTEN
Possibly Antioch
Probably Rome

OCCASION FOR WRITING
1. Apostle Peter the informer
2. Mark the writer
3. God the inspirer because He wanted to
meet needs

MAIN PURPOSE OF THE WRITING

Romans were doers and not necessarily thinkers and
philosophers. It was to stress Christ’s actions more
than His teachings. Romans were very pragmatic
(interested in what and why). Mark wanted to write a
gospel that worked.

AUTHOR

Luke, the beloved physician

Luke being a doctor was highly educated. He was bilingual,
if not multi-lingual. He was a personal friend of Paul and
accompanied him for the majority of his missionary travels.
Luke understood the Greek mind with its love for
philosophy, a good story, names, dates, and places. It is not
accident that God in His wisdom singled out Luke not only
to write a gospel record, but also to write the book of Acts,
which laid the foundation for the early church.

DATE
Around A.D. 60

ADDRESSEE

Theophilus- loved of God; Greek mind.

The book has a preface. It contains the greatest
statement in the N.T. to perfection of the order and
events recorded. (Luke 1:1-4)

PLACE WRITTEN
Probably Rome

OCCASION FOR WRITING

For the highly educated mind, whatever their culture.
Written in a way so that people who glorified wisdom
could find no fault with content and order.

Give exact truth and perfect order.

AUTHOR

John, the beloved disciple, refers to himself as the
disciple whom Jesus loved (John 21:20) and that other
disciple (John 20:3-4, & 8).

DATE

Around A.D. 85
John was the last of the gospels to be written.

ADDRESSEE
For all men everywhere (John 1:4, 12; 3:16)

PLACE WRITTEN

Probably written in Ephesus where the apostle John
served as pastor.

OCCASION FOR THE WRITING

The gospel of John is interpretive. John gives the
meaning and application. It is to interpret how it
impacted the heart.
